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Glen Carter Crew Chief Award Goes to Wayne Nolan 

Another highlight of the evening featured the awarding of the ñGlen Carter Crew 
Chief Award,ò an honor designed to pay tribute to members who have made 
substantial contributions to the clubôs success.  In making the selection this year, 
the committee took a look back not only at 2010, but at our history over the past 
four years.

Shepard and many others. She will be one of over 80 aviation celebrities upon whom this 
prestigious award has been bestowed. Hafer congratulated her on behalf of the club, and 
wished her well as she carries The Villages colors to North Carolina!
